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sixty days thereafter become due to any employe, a sum sufficient to pay the 

respective amount of the delinquent earned income tax and costs shown on 

the written notice, The same shall be paid to the tax collector of the taxing 

district in which said delinquent t ax was levied within sixty days after such 

notice shall have been given. 

Section 13. Collection of Taxes by Suit, 

The Borough of Donora shall have power to collect unpaid taxes 

!from the persons owing such taxes by suit in assumpsit or other appropriate 

remedy. Upon each such judgment, execution may be issued without any stay 

or benefit of any exemption law. The right of the Borough of Donora to collect 

unpaid taxes under the provisions of this section shall not be affected by the 

1£act that such taxes have been entered as liens in the office of the prothonotary, 

or the fact that the property against which they were levied has been returned 

to the county commissioners for taxes for prior years . 

Section 14. Penalties . 

If for any reason any tax levied and assessed upon earned income 

y the Borough of Donora is not paid when due, interest at the rate of six per 

cent per annum on the amount of said tax, and an additional penalty of one-half 

f one per cent of the amount of the unpaid tax for each month or fraction 
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for shall, in addition, be liable for the costs of collection and the interest and 

I 
enalties herein imposed . 

Section 15 . Applicability. 

This ordinance shall not apply to any per son or property as to 

horn or which it is beyond the legal power of Borough Council to impose the 

ax or duties herein provided for. 

Section 16 . Construction. 

If any sentence, clause or section or part of this Ordinance is 
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for any reason found to be unconstitutional, illegal, or invalid, such unconsti-

tutionality, illegality or invalidity shall not affect or impair any of the remain-

ing provisions, sentences, clauses, or sections or parts of this Ordinance . 

. It is hereby declared as the intent of the Borough Council that this O rdinance 

would have been adopted had such unconstitutional , illegal or invalid sentence, 

I clause or part thereof not been included herein. 

Section 17 . This Ordinance shall go into effect on the first day 

of January, 1967. 

Section 18 . Conflicting Ordinances Repealed or Modified. 

Any ordinance or part of any ordinance conflicting with this 

Ordinance 1s hereby repealed or modified insofar as the same affects this 

Ordinance.
